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The green waters of the lake and the sharply cut cliffs above make a picture-perfect
landscape. This beautiful natural scenery, remnant of an old rock quarry, remained relatively
unknown until the 1990s, with the opening of Pocheon Art Valley, an art & culture complex,
visited by over 400 thousand people. An astronomical observatory opened in 2014, making
Pocheon Art Valley a popular location for children's experience programs, on top of already
being a popular date spot.
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Pocheon Herb Island, comprised of a botanical garden and exhibition hall, is the largest herbal botanical
garden in Korea. The garden is green all year round with over 250 different varieties of herbs and plants.
The Herb Garden Museum houses four indoor exhibition halls and one outdoor exhibition space. Herb

Island serves as a healing space and eco-education facility for children.
